TAKE THAT CONCERT

23RD, 24TH, 26TH, 27TH & 28TH June 2009
In accordance with The Safety of Sports Grounds Act 1975, as amended, an application for a Special Safety Certificate has been received from Lancashire County Cricket Club Plc. This application has been made for a proposed Pop Concert to be held on the 23rd, 24th, 26th, 27th & 28th June 2009 at the Lancashire County Cricket Ground.
Lancashire County Cricket Club has been issued with a Premises Licence by the Council under the Licensing Act 2003. The Premises Licence authorises the Regulated Entertainment that will be present at the Concert.
The main act will be Take That and they will be supported by further acts as follows: 
23rd & 24th June

The Script & Gary Go

26th June


James Morrison & Gary Go

27th & 28th June

Lady Gaga & Gary Go

The capacity of the Concert is to be limited to 50,000. The audience will be allowed to free – flow between the seating areas and the pitch. 
There will be the standard curfew in place of 22.30 hours.

The audience profile will typically be in the 25 – 50 age group with a 95/5 female/male split.

Under the terms of the Special Safety Certificate a Special Safety Procedures Manual will be produced and submitted by Lancashire County Cricket Club. All documentation is to be submitted to the Council at least 28 days prior to the concert. This is in line with the conditions for the submission of documentation for the Premises Licence.
Multi-agency meetings have been held between the Club, promoters, Emergency Services, associated agencies and officers of the Council to consider the proposals for the concert put forward by the promoter.
It is recommended that the application for a Special Safety Certificate be granted subject to all documentation being submitted, and the implications of that documentation being in place before, during and after the event, to the satisfaction of the Chairman of the Safety at Sports Grounds Safety Advisory Group.
