CONSULTATIONS

Pollution and Licensing (Environmental Health) – The Environmental Noise Study Report has been reviewed and the contents accepted.  The report has been discussed with the applicant’s acoustic consultant who will be overseeing the project until completion and it is understood that the final ventilation scheme is yet to be decided.  

It is therefore recommended that;

· The recommendations in the report (relating to glazing, ventilation and insulation for ceiling to rooms on the top floors) are implemented to meet the requirements of BS 8223:1999.

· Any building services plant proposed at the premises is selected and suitably attenuated to meet the requirements in section 7.0 of the above report.

OBSERVATIONS
Residential Amenity

The applicant’s agent has submitted an Environmental Noise Study carried out in January 2011 the purposes of which was to identify any noise attenuation measures which may be determined to be appropriate to reduce the impact of noise from the surrounding road network and any other significant noise sources on the proposed residential properties on site. The findings of this study have been considered by the Pollution and Licensing Team and it is recommended a condition requiring that the development is in compliance with the recommendations contained within the study be attached to any approval. This condition would supersede Condition 15 (relating to external units) in the Committee Report which can therefore be deleted. 

Trees and Landscaping

The Council’s Arboriculturist has visited the site and inspected the trees and hedges. The applicant’s agent has advised that the Leyland Cypress hedge on the south boundary is not to be reduced to 6 metres, rather the intention is to tidy up the top of the hedge by trimming it back by up to 3 metres and also to 'face up' the hedge by trimming the side facing the site. The proposed car port structures are to be set on 'mini pile' foundations, which will minimise damage to the roots of the Cypress trees. As the hard standing beneath the car ports is to be tarmacadam (as existing), root disturbance should be minimised.
 

The mature Beech trees on the Gorsey Lane boundary and the mature Lime trees on the east boundary have root systems that are partially contained by existing retaining walls and all proposed building works would take place beyond the Root Protection Areas of these trees as defined by British Standard 5837 - 'Trees in relation to construction - Recommendations' (2005).
 

The Tree Protection Scheme furnished by Barnes Walker (Dwg No. M1836.03D) is B.S. 5837 compliant and satisfactory. The softworks element of the Landscape Layout (Dwg. No. M1836.02K) is also satisfactory, but a detailed softworks plan, with a planting schedule will be required in due course. Consequently the standard tree protection and landscaping conditions will be adequate to enforce these aspects of the proposal.  
RECOMMENDATION

In view of the above consultation response received from the Pollution and Licensing Team it is recommended that Condition 15 set out in the Committee report be deleted and that the following condition should be added to those already recommended in the Committee report:

The development hereby approved shall be carried out in full accordance with the recommendations contained within sections 6.0 and 7.0 of the Sol Acoustics Environmental Noise Study, dated January 2011, relating to building services plant, glazing, ventilation and insulation, to meet the requirements of BS 8223:1999. The recommended works shall be implemented in full prior to the first occupation of the development unless otherwise agreed in writing with the Local Planning Authority.

Reason: In the interests of the amenity of future occupiers of the proposed development, having regard to Proposals D1 and D3 of the Revised Trafford Unitary Development Plan.

REPRESENTATIONS
An e-mail received from owner at 3 Graysands Road objecting to the proposal, main points raised include:-

· Dining room area will overlook garden area and provide views directly into property.
· Amenity and privacy will be impacted upon especially in the summer with the doors to the dining room area bi-folding doors resulting in greater exposure to noise exacerbated by development being higher and closer to boundaries.
· Light pollution from the larger opening to rear and roof lights.

· The plans on the Council web-site did not include the elevations making it difficult to assess the proposal and may have resulted in fewer objecting.

· Plans indicate extensive tree coverage on site, this is not the case – also there is insufficient guarantee within the plans as to any future screening, its height and how it will be maintained.
