· A contribution of £60,055.07 towards outdoor sports facilities in accordance with the Council’s SPG ‘Informal/Children’s Playing Space and Outdoor Sports Facilities Provision and Commuted Sums’. 

· 20% affordable housing with 4 units sold at a reduced market value (70% of market value to a maximum of £90,000) and 12 units transferred to a Registered Social Landlord.

· A financial contribution of £1,860 towards Red Rose Forest/off site planting less £310 for each additional tree provided on site.

That the application will propose a satisfactory development for the site upon the completion of an appropriate Legal Agreement and that such Legal Agreement be entered into to secure a total financial contribution of £148,905 towards the Red Rose Forest, highway network and public transport improvements, as follows:- 
· A maximum contribution of £83,700 towards Red Rose Forest, reduced by £310 for every tree provided within the application site. 

· A maximum contribution of £65,205 (split between a highway network contribution of £21,708 and public transport improvements of £43,497) with the highway network contribution reduced if the required sum is directed towards the development and delivery of the public realm within the application site.
