In the middle or amber zone, 

Council’s discretion is limited by regulatory rules, and for the fees or charges that are subject to such rules a code of ‘D*’ is used in the booklet, 

usually with a statement that describes the relevant rule at the bottom of the page or table.

All fees and charges are subject to relevant legal constraints.  Some fees and charges are required by law to be established and administered by the 

Council, others can be established at the Council’s discretion.  Once established, regulations then influence the extent or level of the fee or charge.  

Some fee or charge levels are set by regulation, others are limited by regulation, and some can be determined freely by the Council, though subject 

to other influencing factors such as competition.
