Conditions 
 
The Licence holder shall ensure that noise from music and associated sources 
(including DJ and amplified voices) must not be audible such that it constitutes a 
nuisance at any noise sensitive properties. (Guidance to be provided by 
Environmental Health Officer). 
 
The broadcasting of amplified voices outdoors will not be permitted beyond 2100 
hours at any time, other than for emergency purposes. 
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The broadcasting of amplified music on a Sunday shall be permitted between the 
hours of 1400 and 15oohrs, followed by short bursts of amplified music/voices 
played during a match, and during half time.  All amplified music and voices to 
terminate by 1700hrs. 
 
 
 
LICENSING SUB-COMMITTEE’S REASONS FOR REACHING ITS DECISION  
 
The Sub-Committee considered the Licensing Act 2003 and regulations, the 
Guidance and the Council’s Licensing Policy and the application.
