Mandatory Conditions under section 19 and 19A of the Licensing Act 2003
where the licence authorises the supply of alcohol off the premises.

Sale of alcohol directly from the premises is strictly prohibited.

To restrict the delivery of goods to the unit from suppliers to any time between
the hours of 08:00 and 20:00 on any day of the week.

To enter and exit Crossford Court via the entrance closest to the A56 to
minimise the number of premises affected by vehicular movements associated
with the operation.

To restrict the transference of waste from the unit into the waste bins at the rear
of Unit 2 to any time between the hours of 08:00 and 20:00 on any day of the
