Please note that the Q4 social value figure is not available due to system and
process issues. As part of our continuous improvement approach we are currently
changing the workflows and piloting a new approach, including online evaluations.
This will make reporting quicker and smoother in future, but has resulted in delays to
the Q4 data being available this time.

Although there has been a slight dip in local spend, it is worth noting the spend
retained within Greater Manchester has increased:

Local Spend 53.9% 50.9%
GM Spend 22.7% 27.2%
Local & GM Spend 76.6% 78.1%
